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BACKGROUND

These materials consist of 477 photographs taken at 19 petroglyph and pictograph (rock art) sites along the Columbia River, together
with USGS 7.5 quadrangle maps showing the general site locations. Virtually all of these petroglyphs and pictographs are now
flooded under the waters behind The Dalles and John Day Dams.

In 1957 my father, Howard F. Hughes (1903-1967) of Hillsboro, Oregon became interested in the rock art along the Columbia River.
An interest in rock art was his primary avocation for the remainder of his life. He became President of the Oregon Archaeological
Society due to this interest. As a teenager, I accompanied him on many trips up the Columbia River to locate and photograph rock art.
I remember him taking photos on Browns Island as the waters were literally rising behind The Dalles Dam.

SITE LOCATIONS:

Many of the site locations are named for highway milepost markers (MP) on Hwy 14 on the Washington side of the Columbia River.
My father recorded the nearest milepost marker number for many of the sites he photographed. I have retained his site names, but
those 1957 MP markers are not the same as those that exist today. The current MP numbers are about 12.5 miles off from 1957.
McCredie, a RR siding, was MP 158 in 1957. It is now MP 145.5. On the included topographical maps, the site names are from
1957 mileposts, but do not relate to current MP numbers.

BACKGROUND OF THE PHOTOGRAPHS

My father would not have considered himself to be an amateur photographer. He purchased a 35mm Argus C3 camera and light meter
to record the rock art he found. I believe the 50mm lens of the Argus C3 was a bit soft by today’s standards. In addition, it had a
rangefinder focus system that was not particularly adept at focusing at shorter distances on flat surfaces. Nevertheless, the images are
quite discernable, though not of the same crispness we demand of current lenses and digital cameras.

All of the photographs were taken on 35mm Kodachrome film and processed as slide transparencies. They were originally stored in
aluminum slide changer magazines, each of which held 36 slides mounted in individual aluminum slide holders. Each magazine had a
36 slide index, covered by protective plastic. My father wrote the site locations on the magazine indexes. In 1978 I transferred the
slides to Kodak carrousels to permit viewing with contemporary Kodak projectors. I marked each slide with his location description.




In August, 2020, I scanned each of the slide transparencies in jpg format using an Epson V800 scanner. I then processed them in
Adobe Lightroom, adjusting for contrast, exposure, temperature and dehaze to compensate for changes in the slides over the last 62
years. I also did some cropping. I did not alter the rock art images themselves.

I was able to_enhance many of the pictograph images by the application of DStretch, a rock art digital enhancement program, a plugin
to Imagel, written by Jon Harman. Particularly with red paint, it graphically shows details the naked eye can not discern in the
original image. Where I have applied it, there are two images. One is the original and the other is a Dstretch imagel Some of the
image revelations are dramatic.

VANDALISM DISCLAIMER

Some of the images show that they have been chalked, color crayoned, or bear marks of having had impressions taken. Those are all
acts of vandalism. I still see it being done today. My father and I _never committed such sacrilege, or were with anyone who did.

HOW TO USE THESE MATERIALS

The 19 petroglyph and pictograph sites are listed in the included ““Site List.” The sites are given consecutive numbers starting with
01. The site names used have no relevance except for these materials. The Site List gives the name of the USGS 7.5 Quadrangle map
upon which a site is located.

The maps show only the consecutive site numbers. The site names for the site numbers are given in the Site List. The folders
containing the site photographs are named using both the consecutive site numbers and the respective site names.

Latitude and Longitude coordinates are attached for each site, in both NAD27 and WGS84 datums. Although the coordinates are quite
accurate for the locations of the site pins on the maps, the site pins themselves only show the general area where the sites were located.

The attached “Overview Map Of Sites” 1s a 1:100,000 quadrangle map that shows the Columbia River from roughly Cascade Locksto
Heppner Junction. All 19 of the site pins can bee seen on it. The map can be viewed best if 1t 1s enlarged using Adobe Acrobat. The
map shows the Columbia River in 1ts channel before The Dalles and John Day dams were built.

The 7.5 quadrangle maps, with the exception of Heppner Junction, show the standard pool level of the lakes behind the dams. Asyou
might guess, the site locations are shown as being under water in the lakes behind the dams. The maps are viewed best when enlarged
using Adobe Acrobat.

You do not have to scroll all the way down a pdf file to find documents or photographs for a site. The Table
of Contents gives the page number for a site or other document. When you open Volume One or Volume
Two in Adobe Acrobat, you will see at the top a small window that shows “1 0f 253" or so. Just enter the
page number you want, press enter, and that page will be opened.
